It is really to see our improved position in the recently                                                     
published Green Metric Rankings.  We have been ranked by 
the Green Metric at 407 out of 1050 participating universities, up from 459 last 
year (484 2 years ago; 636 3 years ago; and 719 4 years ago). This                              
demonstrates sustained performance over the last 5 years.  With this ranking, 
we are the only private university in Bahrain that participated in 
this ranking.
