The college of engineering conducted its first Advisory Board
Meeting for the Electrical and Electronic Engineering (EEE)
Programme that was organized by Dr. Mohammad Ahmad, the
program director. Dr. Mohamed Salamah, the acting dean,
Dr. Marwan Aouad, the acting vice dean, and Dr. Malak Naji, the

head of the department, all welcomed the board members and wished them an ‘i

enjoyable and successful cooperation. The meeting was chaired by Professor Isa
Qamber, a professor of Energy and Power Engineering and the founder of IEEE
Bahrain Section, with the participation of board members; Eng. Sherif Hussein, a
project manager and a technical consultant at EDF (Electricité de France) in Bahrain,
and Eng. Hasitha Dinumpura, a director in Green Innova Academy. Staff members
from the Electrical and Mechanical Engineering also attended the meeting. Then, all
members introduced themselves to the audience.

The chairman, Professor Issa, started the meeting by acknowledging the importance
of collaboration between the academic and industrial communities in addressing the
skills gap and providing market-ready graduates. The head of the Department,
Dr. Malak, briefed the members about the various engineering programs that are
validated by London South Bank University. She also presented the lab equipment
preparations carried out to prepare students and build their skills.

This was followed by an explanation about the BEng (Hons) Electrical and Electronic
Engineering by Dr. Mohd Ahmad, the director of the programme. He described the
programme structure and study plan and gave a brief content for each module.
Dr. Salama and Eng. Sherif both agreed on the importance of skilled engineers to the
market and how certification increases job placement for the graduates. Eng. Hasitha
showed his willing to give free workshops for students on green energy and its
applications, and to help with professional certification when needed.

Dr. Isa emphasized the necessity for the engineering graduates becoming members of Bahrain Society for Engineers (BSE)
and taking advantage of the Tamheed programme to prepare them for job opportunities in the market place. He also
emphasized the importance of professional certificates given by BSE for the graduates under Tamkeen programs.

At the end of the meeting, PAB members showed their willing to help with student visits, internship, and graduate
recruitment. Dr. Salama thanked the board members for their valuable insights and guidance given to the programme, and

he invited them to have a tour of the engineering labs and facilities available.
