Catering for Different Learning Styles

Learning is a very personal experience and learners prefer different styles. People learn in

different ways and the model of “one size fits all” does not work when it comes to learning.
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There are a number of different types of learning styles and different ways that learners
retain information. These styles are well known as:

Visual (Spatial): you are a visual learner if you prefer pictures, images, videos, maps,
and graphical representations.

Auditory: you are an aural learner if you prefer to listen to sounds. People with this
style you see them listening to music while learning and some others prefer people to
talk to them and they listen.

Verbal (Linguistic): you are a verbal learner if you enjoy reading and writing and you
have a large vocabulary and you tend to learn aloud.

Physical (Kinesthetic): you are a physical learner if you like to learn by doing and
getting your hands dirty. This is appropriate for labs based learning.

Logical (mathematical): you are a logical learner if you want to know the reasons for
learning and you tend to be logical in your learning approach and you prefer to cluster
and abstract information in order to solve complex problems.

Social (Interpersonal): you are a social learner if you prefer to learn in groups and
bouncing ideas with other learners.

Solitary (Intrapersonal): you are a solitary learner if you prefer to learn on your own
and independently.

Our students learn in different ways and they have different abilities and preferences and
we should cater for that. We should have in our lectures a combination of videos, images,
text, encourage group work, use case studies to stimulate practical learning, help them
through logics to solve complex problems, motivate them to read and write, learn
independently, and develop techniques to help them memorise things. | came across a
video recently about how to remember the order of the planets which | would like to share
with you.
