On Wednesday 21 October 2020, ASU passed the external surveillance audit for its ISO 21001:2018                          

Certification and was recommended by the external auditor to retain it certification for another year, after it first 

achieved it back in October 2019. 

 

The surveillance audit took place virtually and the external auditor spent the entire day conducting interviews 

and examining different types of documents to verify the compliance of the University’s EOMS (Educational                

Organization Management System) with the clauses of the international standard. 

 

By the end of the day, he concluded that the University’s EOMS was still being implemented properly and                    

fulfilling its intended objective of achieving continuous improvement. Most notably, he was full of praise for the 

University’s online teaching and learning system and the way it handled the Covid-19 crisis. 

 

At the closing meeting attended by the President and the Management Review Team, the external auditor                      

announced that he would be recommending ASU to maintain its ISO 21001:2018 Certification and                                  

congratulated the President and the attendees on this positive outcome. Professor Ghassan thanked him for his 

professional work and constructive feedback, and congratulated as well all the colleagues on this great             

achievement, thanking all those who contributed to this new success and highlighting again the University’s 

resolve to achieve excellence in all its operations.
