What Makes a Good Academic Program Coordinator?

Each academic program in the University has a program coordinator
designated by the College/Department who is ultimately responsible for its
leadership, management, administration, and assessment.

Program coordinators are also responsible for developing new academic
programs. Program coordinators should respond to feedback from
students, external examiners, external reviewers, regulatory bodies and
advisory boards and should ensure that the quality of teaching and learning
and supporting materials are of the highest quality.

A weak academic program is a reflection of the weak program coordinator
leadership skills. The program coordinator is the first point of contact of this
program and should have full knowledge of the academic program and its
components. The reviews of these academic programs by internal and
external bodies should rest primarily with the program coordinator and they
should ensure that the quality of content especially that of course portfolios
is of the highest standard.
