Message from the President
COVID 19: a year in the life of a pandemic

It was exactly a year ago when | came back from the UAE after presenting at a
CLICKS conference in Dubai. | came via Abu Dhabi as all flights from Dubai to
Bahrain were cancelled because of the pandemic. At that time only few cases
of COVID 19 were identified in Bahrain. Since then the number of cases have
grown to reach 121,778 as of today with 444 deaths. AlImost 300,000 have
taken the vaccine of 4 different types approved by the Bahraini Authorities
with one more approved to be available soon. New variants of the virus were
originated in the UK, South Africa, Brazil and other places. It seems that the
new variants of the virus are more contagious and spreading fast. It is there-
fore of crucial importance to wear face masks (some research has shown that
wearing 2 face masks may protect us more), keeping social distancing, and
sanitizing frequently throughout the day.

The total number of COVID 19 cases in the world as of today have reached
almost 115 millions and the number of deaths over 2.5 millions. The whole
world is suffering because of this pandemic both in terms of health and
economic activities. The efforts by the coordinating committee in Bahrain
chaired by HRH the Crown Prince and Prime Minister have been recognized
as a model in terms of protecting people while keeping the economy running
with all the required health precautions. The University has developed strict
health and safety protocols and measures and the efforts by our colleagues
who are responsible for this area are very much appreciated. Let’s hope that
through vaccination and by taking extra precautionary measures we will get
rid of this dreadful virus. Life goes on and inshallah soon we will go back to
normality and we will have all the interactions with our students on campus,
but until then we will carry on with the online teaching providing our students
with the best learning experience despite the pandemic and its implications.
Please take extra precautions and stay safe.
