Pitching and Presenting your Business ldea

Following the article published last week summarizing the fourth session of the LSBU-ASU Entrepreneurship Pro-
gramme 2021, in this week’s article | will summarize the key ideas and takeaways from the fifth session that took
place on 11 February 2021 (there are 8 sessions in total).

In this session, the Programme Leaders, Ms. Alison Price and Ms. Lisa McMullan, focused on the activities revolving
around “Pitching and Presenting Business Ideas”, as part of the second outcome of the programme “Explore and 1
adapt a range of pedagogy/teaching techniques to support the business start-up process”. The session was meant to
present the trainees with different tools, approaches ad topics around business presentation and idea pitching.

The first concept introduced was the “Elevator Pitch” where students have to present themselves and their business
idea to an influential person in 90 seconds to 2 minutes max.
