It is time to take ASU to higher grounds through international visibility

The University has achieved a lot over the last couple of years, but our
international visibility does not strongly reflect these achievements. International
visibility comes from the academic impact we can create through joint research
and publications in top journals which can help us in international league tables
amongst many other things. International visibility will help us attract local and
international students and highly qualified national and international staff. We
should establish strong research partnerships with reputable universities in
addition to our link with LSBU. We should publicise our partnership with LSBU at
international conferences and workshops and we should strengthen our research
collaboration with them. We should also become more active in using LinkedIn in
order to disseminate our academic activities and to get connected with world
leading researchers and academics. We should all publish relevant research that
creates strong impact and we should disseminate our students’ achievements
wherever we can. There should be at least one flagship research centre that will
position us internationally in areas related to our strengths, preferably in a STEM
area which can create the highest impact.

International professional accreditation and recognition is also important and we
should target reputable professional bodies for some of our academic
programmes. In addition, we should seek recognition and accreditation for our
programmes by national quality assurance bodies in the region and beyond.

International visibility should be the responsibility of everyone in the University
and we should all work hard to reach strong presence at all levels. A unified
approach by our researchers and other colleagues and in collaboration with our

international office and marketing and public relations can help us achieve this.

We should establish a strategy for international visibility which could include the
following:

¢ Establish strong relationships with universities in the region and beyond and
strengthen our link with LSBU.

¢ Establish student and staff exchange programmes.

¢ Establish a strong flagship research centre.

¢ Work on international professional accreditation in selective areas.
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¢ Increase the number of international students in the University.

¢ Be active in using social media in order to disseminate strong academic achievements, in particular the use of LinkedIn .

¢ Write high impact seminal papers on hot international topics.

¢ Publish jointly with international researchers.

¢ Ensure that the senior team is spending a substantial amount of time on the road in order to create opportunities for the
University.

¢ Make international visibility part of staff appraisals

To conclude, international visibility is an important part of the future directions of our University. This will have strong impact on our
rankings in international league tables and international students’ recruitment amongst many others.
