All women need to know what is normal for 1 nyrse |
them, they need to look after their bodies, they need to have good breast care. The best way to achieve this is by : :

Breast Self-Examination, the self means it is something you women do once a month. E
All women are recommended to do a breast self-examination monthly, five days after their last menstrual cycle.

It is recommended to attend a government health center or recognized breast disease clinic located within
Bahrain.

* We strongly advise women to do both, a sonogram and mammogram if they are 40 years old or over, and if
their results are clear they need to follow this up every two years.

* Women who are predisposed with a prior family history of breast cancer should follow the above advice with
exception of doing a sonogram and mammogram from the age of 35.

Think Pink Bahrain has developed a friendly mobile application called iCheck in order to help women to learn how
to self-exanimate and be able to act on any changes by seeking advice from a medical professional. The application
aims to create awareness and help discover the disease at an early stage.
