members were hosted by Mr. Husain Alaali, Business Development Manager. The site
visit covered many areas of the preparation of the raw material and the process of mix-
ing the ready mix. The students also had a tour of their civil engineering lab where cu-

bes are being tested.

The students attended a tour of their precast facility where the different stages were
illustrated (precast mold manufacturing, reinforcement bars bending, placing the rein-

forcement in the precast mold, casting concrete and steam curing). After demolding
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takes place, the concrete items are sent to their final destination.
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Ms. Batool Khalaf, a Level 5 Architectural Engineering student, stated “In the Eastern
Asphalt factory we saw many different types of concrete and they took us throughout

the whole procedure explaining every step. At first, they showed us the raw materials

and chemicals substances they use and told us about the suppliers. Then they took is to
the laboratory where they prepare the mixture and test it later on. Finally, they took us
to the place where the cast the precast concrete and showed us the procedure and some
samples of their work.” Ms. Walaa Mohamed a Level 5 Architectural Engineering stu-
dent, stated “The visit to Eastern Concrete company was very informative and super in-

teresting. It was great seeing the things that we studied about in university in real life.”

Ms. Sara AlHooti a level 5 Civil Engineering student explained “Eastern Precast holds and
maintains a quality policy for both its products and services. It has an in-house quality
laboratory to ensure adherence to manufacturing standards. It is an accredited precast
supplier for both Government and private sectors. Eastern Precast is managed by quali-
fied and experienced managers and supervisors.”
