It is evident that most international universities rankings depend to a large extent 

on the quality of publications (mainly SCOPUS and ISI indexed journals.) and the 

quantity as many international league tables specify the number of publications 

and citations. It is therefore of crucial importance to publish top quality refereed 

journals papers and in good number. Below there are some hints of how to start 

writing your first paper:  

  

• Title of paper: reflective of what’s inside the paper, not too long  

• Abstract: Concise, to the point, research methodology, main contribution  

• Introduction: subject matter, introducing the paper  

• Literature review: comprehensive & critical, refereed papers  

• Research methodology: very clear, rigorous, qualitative, quantitative or 

mixed methods  

• Main findings: statistics, etc  

• Testing and validation: validation of results  

• Conclusions and further work  

• References: Harvard, etc  

• Follow guidelines strictly (according to the journal)  

• Respond to corrections (include a covering letter that identify the correc-

tions)  

• Never give up  

• If rejected, improve and send it somewhere else
