Throne Days

On the 9th of December the University celebrated Bahrain National Day and the
22nd anniversary of His Majesty the King’s accession to the throne. The event was
under the patronage of HE Hasan Almdani deputy of the Governor of the Capital
Governorate represented by HE Jameel Al Rouwaie. The Chairman of the Board of
Trustees, Professor Waheeb Al Khaja gave an inspirational speech at the event
highlighting the importance of celebrating these patriotic occasions followed by a
speech by the President. A video was shown that included messages from staff
and students about their love for Bahrain and its leadership produced by
Marketing and Public Relations. Finally at the formal ceremony, the President of
the Students Council, Mohamed Al Shirawi, gave a powerful speech citing the
loyalty of our University to HM the King and his wise leadership. The celebrations
included traditional dancing, Ardha, and an afternoon of poetry by poets from
Bahrain and Kuwait. In the evening, students and alumni enjoyed various
activities at the University.

The event was organised by the Students Council with support from the Deanship
of Students Affairs and Marketing and Public Relations. The MC of the event was
our student Hussain Gholoum who did a fantastic job. This very successful event
demonstrates the great abilities of our new Students Council of its 15th cycle to
perform functions of the highest standards.

The Deanship of Student Affairs had organized ‘Student Council Elections’ of its 15™ cycle. The event was held
virtually on the 23" November 2021. 22 students were nominated and each was given a virtual table to present
his/her goals and commitments to other ASU students on the 21 and 22" November 2021. The virtual table tour
was supported by the presence of Professor Ghassan Aouad, the President of the University, and the members of
senior management.

Election Day was held on 23™ of November 2021 virtually. Approximately 900 students voted. The results were
announced virtually later after the student council of its 14" cycle were honored for their big achievements
throughout the year of their cycle. 8 seats went to the College of Administrative Sciences, 4 seats to the College of
Law, 2 seats to the College of Arts and Science by acclamation, and 1 seat to the College of Engineering by
acclamation.

On Wednesday 24™ November 2021, the Deanship of Student Affairs conducted a meeting with the newly elected
Student Council who selected their constitutional members namely the Student Council President Mohame Naser
Alsherawi, the Vice President Habib Jaffar Aleker, the Secretary Marwa Naser Aldoseri and the Treasurer Batool
Abdulnabi AlImutawa.
